RULES AND REGULATIONS
SEAGATE HORIZONTAL PROPERTY REGIME

 All unit owners and tenants shall not permit excessive noise as the units share walls and your floor may be someone else’s ceiling.

 Maintain porches - keep entrances free of debris. Plants are acceptable as long as they are maintained. Bicycles and items like should be kept neatly secured and stored as not to interfere with other owners. The board reserves the right to remove anything visually unpleasant.

 Do not post any advertisements or posters of any kind. For Rent and For Sale signs must be in windows of the unit or vehicle. Advertisement on vehicles that fit into a normal parking space shall be permitted provided it is a business vehicle on an owner and it is not visually unpleasant, as to be determined by the current Board of Directors. 

 Do not hang garments, rugs, beach towels or mops on the railings or on common property. 

 Do not throw garbage or bulk trash outside the disposal installation. Bulk trash must be taken across the street from the trash dumpster under the “Dump here Tuesday for Wednesday pick up $25.00 fine will be imposed” sign. Card board boxes need to be broken down and tied together for pick up. Do not toss trash or cigarette butts on the ground or in the pool area. 

 No owner shall make any modifications or additions to the common element of their unit without written authorization for the Board of Directors. Please submit all requests to the Property Manager.

 No owner or tenants shall have more than 2 pets per unit. No animals permitted in excess of 150 pounds in the units or on the property. All dogs must be on a leash when on Seagate property. Reminder - scooping after pets is a City Ordinance 

 Not boats, trailers, campers, mobile homes, school buses or commercial vehicles which does not adequately fit into a normal parking space shall be permitted to be kept on the property without expressed written consent of the Board of Directors. 

 No vehicle of any kind, such as a boat on a trailer or a vehicle with an expired tag or one that is inoperable shall be permitted on the property for a period in excess of 72 hours. Please use the designated space for boat parking which is at the right hand side of the 2331 building.

 The use or keeping motorcycles on Seagate property is not permitted without the written consent of the Board of Directors.

 When enjoying the pool and marina, pack in pack out and respect all posted rules in those areas.
Pool and marina areas are “at your own risk” amenities. Guests must accompanied by the owner or tenant.
